BRITAIN AND THE FRENCH REVOLUTION

As the Revolution gripped Paris, British Dissenters over the Channel saw reason to
celebrate, But resilience among the British élite and the weakness of political opposition
soon dampened the fires of revolt. (...}

News of the opening events of the French Revolution was greeted with widespread

5  enthusiasm by British observers, although some (...} saw it as evidence that France was
fonly] abandoning absolutism for a liberal constitution based on the British model.
Enthusiasm was most potent among those championing domestic political reform -
Dissenters excluded from political office (...), members of the middling orders denied the
vote by antiquated constituency boundaries and a restricted suffrage, and Parliamentary

10 Whigs whose ambitions for office were blocked by Pitt's firm hold on power. For these
groups and their associated literary, scientific and political circles, events in France
signified a much deeper change in government.

Following hard on the American Revolution (1776-83), the [abolition] of the French feudal
order demonstrated the irresistible rise of freedom and Enlightenment. In November

15 1789, Richard Price's sermon commemorating the Glorious Revolution of 1688 conciuded
by hailing events in France as the dawn of a new era. 'Behold all [you] friends of
freedom... behoid the light you have struck out, after setting America free, reflected to
France and there kindled into a blaze that lays despotism in ashes and warms and
illuminates Europe. T see the ardour for liberty catching and spreading; ...the dominion of

20 kings changed for the dominion of laws, and the dominion of priests giving way to the
dominion of reason and conscience.’

Price's sermon attracted the [anger] of Edmund Burke - a leading Whig increasingly
uncomfortable with the reformist flirtations of his Whig friends, convinced that reform
was destroying the French state, and fearful that revolution would spread to Britain,

25 Burke's response, his powerful, deeply conservative, Reflections on the Revolution in France...
(1791) prophesied the destruction of civilisation in France and the outbreak of European
war. The pamphlet sparked an intense debate on fundamental questions in politics fought
out in over three hundred pamphlets - including Thomas Paine's, Rights of Man [and]
Mary Wollstonecraft's A Vindication of the Rights of Man, {...).

30 The confroversy gave renewed energy to metropolitan and provincial reform societies,
such as the Society for Constitutional Information (5CI), and fuelled the emergence of new
associations, some organised by ordinary working people who declined the patronage and
control of the wealthy (...}

The debate rapidly became an escalating baffle of political rhetoric and mobilisation.
35 Those sympathetic to reform were tarred with France's worst revolutionary excesses and
responded by taking their message to the mass of the people through political organisation
and the circulation of cheap pamphlets {...). Their most potent weapon, Paine’s Rights of
Man, reached several hundred~th0usand readers. In May 1792, the government reacted
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with a Royal Proclamation against seditious writing. {...) Paine escaped to France bui
others were less fortunate,

Government fears of popular insurrection escalated in November and December 1792
when the French promised armed support for all subject peoples and rumours of a
London insutrection swept the capital. The establishment of the Association for the
Protection of Liberty and Property against Republicans and Levellers helped turn the tide
by encouraging provincial correspondents to communicate with the London base,
enjoining the denunciation and prosecution of local radicals, and circulating loyalist tracts
and pamphlets fo the middling and artisan classes. Branches also organised local
demonstrations of loyalty, including-over 300 ritualised burmings of Tom Paine.

Petitions and popular pressure for reform produced increasing intransigence in the
government and exacerbated tensions amongst the Whigs (culminating in the defection of
Burke {..} to Fitt in June 1794). In tum, reformers attempted to organise a National
Convention o express popular support for reform. [This] alarmed the government and the
notorious Judge Braxfield reacted punitively to the leaders of the Scottish and British
Conventions of 1793 by sentencing them to transportation.

Nonetheless, plans for an English Convention continued and in May 1794, the governunent
arrested leading members of the SCI and the LCS on suspicion of treason. The evidence
was relatively scanty, but much depended on the interpretation of the statute of Edward II

that defined treason in terms of 'compassing or imagining the death of the King'. In a

series of dramatic trials in October and November 1794 the accused were acquitted. But
they {were denounced] (...} in Parliament as 'acquitted felons’,

Following the trials, the LCS focussed on mobilising popular unrest against the war,
taxation, food shortages, and recruitment, through mass public meetings in fune and
October 1795, Days after the October meeting, during the state opening of Parliament, the
king's coach was attacked (the king claiming to have been shet at) and when it returned
empty it was destroyed by protesters. The government rushed in the Two Acts' or
‘Gagging Acts' to tighten the treason statute and to ban large political meetings. A huge
petitioning campaign followed, with loyalists expressing support and reformers protesting
against the restriction, but the Bills were passed.

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American Isolationism in the 19340s

Although the United States took measures to avoid political and military conflicts across the
oceans, it continued to expand economically and protect its interests in Latin America. The
leaders of the isolationist movement drew upon history to bolster their position. In his Farewell
Address, President George Washington had advocated non-invoivement in European wars and
politics. For much of the nineteenth century, the expanse of the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans
had made it possible for the United States to enjoy a kind of “free security” and remain largely
detached from Old World conflicts. During World War 1, however, President Woodrow
Wilson made a case for U.S. intervention in the conflict and a U.S. interest in maintaining a
peaceful world order. Nevertheless, the American experience in that war served to bolster the
arguments of isolationists. In the wake of the World War 1, a report by Senator Gerald P. Nye,
a Republican from North Dakota, fed this belief by claiming that American bankers and arms
manufacturers had pushed for U.S. involvement for their own profit. The 1934 publication of
the book Merchants of Death by H.C. Engelbrecht and F. C. Banighen, followed by the 1935
tract “War Is a Racket” by decorated Marine Corps General Smedley D. Butler both served to
increase popular suspicions of wartime profiteering and influence public opinion in the
direction of neutrality. The reality of a worldwide economic depression and the need for
increased attention to domestic problems only served to strengthen the idea that the United
States should isolate itseif from troubling events in Europe. Immediately following the First
World War, Congress rejected U.S. membership in the League of Nations. Some members of
Congress opposed membership in the League out of concern that it would draw the United
States into European conflicts, aithough ultimately the collective security clause sank the
possibility of 1J.S. participation.

The Japanese invasion of Manchurta and subsequent push to gain control over larger expanses
of Northeast China in 1931 led President Herbert Hoover and his Secretary of State, Henry
Stimson, to establish the Stimson Docirine, which sfated that the United States would nof
recognize the territory gained by aggression and in violation of international agreements, With
the Stimson Doctrine, the United States expressed concern over the aggressive action without
committing itself to any direct involvement or intervention. Upon taking office, President
Franklin Delano Roosevelt tended to see a necessity for the United States to participate more
actively in international affairs, but his ability to appiy his personal outlook to foreign policy
was limited by the strength of isolationist sentiment in. the U.S. Congress. In 1933, President
Roosevelt proposed a Congressional measure that would have granted him the right to consult
with. other nations to place pressure on aggressors in international conflicts. The bill ran into
strong opposition from the lcading isolationists in Congress. In 1935, controversy over U.S.
participation in the World Court elicited similar opposition. As tensions rose in Europe over
Nazi Germany’s aggressive maneuvers, Congress pushed through a series of Neutrality Acts,
which served to prevent American ships and citizens from becoming entangled in outside
conflicts. Roosevelt lamented the restrictive nature of the acts, but because he still required
Congressional support for his domestic New Deal policies, he reluctantly gave his approval.
The isolationists were a diverse group, including progressives and conservatives, business
ownets. and peace activists, but because they faced no consistent, organized opposition from
internationalists, their ideology triumphed time and again. In 1937, as the situation in Europe
continued to grow worse and the Second Sino-Japanese War began in Asia, the President gave
a speech in which he likened international aggression to a disease that other nations must work
to “quarantine.”
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Britain, humiliated by Munich and outraged by the subseguent destruction of Czechoslovakia,
was feverishly rearming, for it was clear, at last, that the policy of appeasement was bankrupt.
On September |, Hitler's armies invaded Poland while his planes rained death and destruction
upon Palish citics. Two days later, France and Britain, faithful to their commitments, declared
war upont Germany. In two weeks Hitler had overrun Poland. Then ensued a long stalcmate,
which many Americans fatuously characterized as a "phony” war. By spring Hitler was ready
for the second round. Without warning, his armies moved into Denmark and on to Norway. On
May 10 Germany turned westward and struck at neutral Holland and Belgium and at France.
The Blitzkrieg lasted a little over a month, and was over Holland had been conguered, the
Belgian army had surrendered, and France itself had fallen,

Britain stood alone. But it was no longer the Britain of Munich. It was a Britain that
remembered that for a thousand years no invader had ruled her soil.

In the United States, the attack on Poland precipitated the greatest debate since slavery days,
carried not-only in the halls of Congress, but in every newspaper, in every public hall, in every
home in the land. Roosevelt moved energetically for the repeal of the neutrality legislation and,
after prolonged discussion, he was able to wrest from a reluctant Congress the "cash-and-carry"
legislation which did, at least, make American resources available to the fighting democracies
as long as they could pay for them. The fall.of France convinced most Americans at last of the
might of the German military machine, and the air strike upon Britain that summer and fal
brought home to them the realization that if Britain fell America would stand alone against the
most formidable military coalition in history.

Confronted with this possibility Congress voted astronomical sums for rearmament, an
agreement was reached with the Latin American republics extending collective protection to
the possessions of the democratic nations in the New World, the United States and Canada set
up a joint Board of Defense, and peacetime conscription with military training for almost a
million men was inaugurated.

In the summer of 1940 the American people were called upon 1o choose a president. The
Democrats, boldly giving up the anti-third-term tradition, once more named Franklin Roosevelt
their candidate. The Republicans selected a newcomer to politics, Wendell Wilkie. The
Democratic Party and its leader had committed themselves irrevocably to the policy of aid to
Britain — a policy which might well lead to war. Willkie attacked the New Deal on its domestic
side, but on the issue of aid to Britain he ranged himself on the side of the President. In the
November elections, Roosevelt was re-elected and, confident now of popular support, pushed
vigorously ahead with his policies.

As the Revolution gripped Paris, British Dissenters over the Channel saw reason to
celebrate. But resilience among the British élite and the weakness of political opposition

News of the opening events of the French Revolution was greeted with widespread

The debate rapidly became an escalating baffle of political rhetoric and mobilisation.

35  Those sympathetic to reform were tarred with France's worst revolutionary excesses and
responded by taking their message to the mass of the people through political organisation

and the circulation of cheap pamphlets (..). Their most potent weapon, Paine's Rights of
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Man, reached several hundred-thousand readers. In May 1792, the government reacted

with a Royal Proclamation against seditious writing. (...) Paine escaped to France but
others were less fortunate.

Government fears of popular insurrection escalated in November and December 1792
when the French promised armed support for all subject peoples and rumours of a
London insurrection swept the capital. The establishment of the Association for the
Protection of Liberty and Property against Republicans and Levellers helped turn the tide
by encouraging provincial correspondents fo communicate with the London base,
enjoining the denunciation and presecufion of local radicals, and circulating loyalist tracts
and pamphlets to the middling and artisan classes. Branches also organised local
demonstrations of loyalty, including over 300 ritualised bumnings of Tom Paine.

Petitions and popular pressure for reform produced increasing intransigence in ‘the
government and exacerbated tensions amongst the Whigs (culminating in the defection of
Burke {...) to Pitt in June 1794). In turn, reformers attempted to organise a National
Converition to express popular support for reform. [This] alarmed the government and the
notorious Judge Braxfield reacted punitively to the leaders of the Scottish and British
Conventions of 1793 by sentencing them to fransportation.

Nonetheless, plans for an English Convention continued and in May 1794, the government
arrested leading members of the SCI and the LCS on suspicion of treason. The evidence
was relatively scanty, but much depended on the interpretation of the statute of Edward I
that defined treason in terms of 'compagsing or imagining the death of the King'. In a
series of dramatic trials in October and November 1794 the accused were acquitied. But
they [were denounced] (...} in Parliament as "acquitted felons’.

Following the trials, the LCS focussed on mobilising popular unrest against the war,
taxation, food shortages, and recruitment, through mass public meetings in June and

~ October 1795. Days after the October meeting, during the state opening of Parliament, the

king's coach was attacked (the king claiming to have been shot at) and when it returned
empty it was destroyed by protfesters. The government rushed in the 'Two Acts' or
'‘Gagging Acts' to tighten the treason statute and to ban large political meetings. A huge
petitioning campaign followed, with loyalists expressing support and reformers protesting
against the restriction, but the Bills were passed.
